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CONSTITUTION

1. Name

The name of the Club shall be “THE SURREY SAILING CLUB".

2. Objects

The objects of the Club are:

(a) To promote the safe practice of sailing and navigation.

(b) To acquire and operate, on a non-profit basis, real and personal property of all
kinds, and to provide facilities and prizes for the furtherance of sailing, and for the
furtherance of the above objects, to provide a clubhouse and other conveniences

for the members of the Society and others, and to equip, furnish and maintain the
same.

3. Location

The operation of the Society is to be chiefly carried on in the Municipality of Surrey, Province
of British Columbia.



BY-LAW
BL1 Membership
Membership shall be divided into the following categories:
BL 1.1 Membership Categories
(a) Family

An individual and his or her spouse shall each be entitled to all of the privileges of the
Club and shall be entitled to vote and hold elected office. All dependent children of such
individuals shall be entitled to all the privileges of the club but shall not be entitled to vote
or hold elected office.

(b) Individual

Any individual over 18 years of age, owning a one-man boat and with no family, or non-
boat owning. An Individual Membership shall entitle the individual to all privileges of the
Club, including the right to vote and hold elected office.

(c) Junior

Any individual 18 years of age and under. A Junior Membership shall entitle the individual
to all privileges of the Club except the right to vote and hold elected office.

(d) Life Member

A Life Member is a member designation awarded by the Membership and/or Executive
to a member in recognition of their many years of exemplary dedications, services and
contribution to the Club. The Life Member retains all the rights and privileges associated
with membership and shall be entitled to vote and hold elected office. Club dues and fees
are waived for the Life Member.

(e) Inactive Member

An Inactive Member is a member who will be absent from the Club for one and not
more than 3 sailing seasons. The member shall inform the secretary, in writing, of their
change of membership status, change of address, e-mail address and phone number.
The Inactive Member will pay a reduced membership fee to be determined by the
Executive and will be entitled to return to their prior active membership category within
the 3 year time period, without paying an initiation fee. An Inactive Member will not be
entitled to: vote, hold elected office, keep a boat at the club or participate in Club events
or activities.
